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Abstract

Proactive Pollution Prevention (P3) approach, green chemistry, is the utilization of a set of principles that reduces or eliminates the use or generation of hazardous substances in the design, manufacture and application of chemical products.  Green chemistry also involves reducing other associated environmental impacts, including reduction of energy used in the chemical processes.  At the Air Force Research Laboratory, the focus of research is towards an environmentally benign synthetic approach for chemical synthesis.  The clean chemical synthesis of materials using alternative reaction methods shall be discussed.
